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NOV. 23... Things scream here all
night. Birds and bugs, I'm told. So
many species that each has developed
a specialized call. One bird sounds like
water pouring out of a bottle. Another
like a digital alarm clock. The locals -
say palm trees here grow legs and walk
to find more sunlight.

In town we visit a woman
named Palmira, bedridden for six
weeks with a stingray bite.
